MATERIAL & EQUIPMENT REQUIRED

A. Hot Work Permit

PREPARATION

PROCEDURE

FILLING OUT THE HOT WORK PERMIT


(BY SUPERVISOR)

1. Date 

(Date that the permit is valid for)
2. Time

(Time the permit was filled out )
3. Area

(Area where permit applies i.e. T-1 Mine) 
4. Dept.

(Department that permit holder works for)
5. Location of work

(exact place where the work is to be done i.e. 400 level station)
6. Work to be done

(Describe the job i.e. cutting and welding on rails)
7. Special precautions

(any special precautions that must be taken before the job can be started to ensure the 
safety of the permit holder, other personnel and equipment.)
8. Is fire watch required

(When working in the shaft, when equipment controls being used are not readily accessible 
to user or when supervisor or permit holder deemed necessary)
9. The permit is NOT valid until INITIAL CHECK list has been done and signed by PERMIT HOLDER.

10. Signed

(Permit is to be signed by supervisor authorizing the hot work to be done)
11. Time started

(The time the hot work started. To be filled out by  permit holder) 
12. Completed

(The time the hot work was completed. To be filled out by permit holder)
FIRE CHECKS MUST BE DONE AND SIGNED AFTER HOT WORK

IS COMPLETED

13. 30 Minute

(To be done by permit holder 30 minutes after hot is compete)
14. 1 to 2 hour

(To be done by permit holder, if permit holder can not complete this check he/she MUST 
inform supervision and give them the permit. Supervision will designate someone to do the 
check and sign it off.
15. When the 1 to 2  hour check has been signed, the permit is to be given to the supervisor of the permit holder and then forwarded to the safety department.

INITIAL CHECK
TO BE FILLED OUT PRIOR TO START OF JOB
16. Equipment to be used in good repair

(All equipment to be used for the job will be inspected prior to use and must be in good 
working order)
17. Area (3 meters) clear of combustibles and flammables

(A 3 meter area around job site is cleared of all combustibles and flammables)
18. Fire extinguisher(s)

(The right amount of fire extinguisher(s) are at job site inspected and ready for use)
19. Water hose

(Is the a water hose available and in good working order)
20. Not within 8 meters of explosives

(Hot work can NOT be done within 8 meters of any explosives)
21. Not within a no smoking area

(Hot work can only be done in no smoking areas if Special Precautions are taken, if you    
are unsure contact your supervisor)
22. Second man required

(When working in the shaft,  when equipment controls being used are not readily accessible 
to user or when supervisor or permit holder deemed necessary)
23. Area to be wetted down

(Hot work near combustibles that can not be moved i.e. working in a timbered area, wet 
down the timber at and around job site)
24. All wall and floor openings covered

(This is to ensure that sparks are contained at the job site)
25. Equipment cleaned of all combustibles and flammables

(This is to prevent a fire starting on the equipment being worked on)
26. Containers purged of flammable vapors

(This is a special precautions item and must be discussed with supervisor)
27. Combustibles and flammable liquids protected with covers, guards or metal     

shields

(This is a special precautions item, and to be done when necessary)
28. Area secured/guarded

(This is done to safe-guard other personnel in or may enter area)
If YOU HAVE PUT A CHECK MARK IN A “NO” BOX YOU MUST FILL OUT 

THE SPECIAL PRECAUTIONS PART OF THE PERMIT. IF THERE IS NOT A 

“NO” BOX BY A ITEM YOU MUST COMPLY WITH THE STATEMENT.

29. Completed by

(The permit holder will sign hear to certify that the hot work site has been examined and all 
the necessary precautions have been taken)
30. Time and Date

(fill out the time and date when signing)
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
